“2-—-To bargain with the mmanage-
ment to prevent the transfer of em-
ployes from other plants to the El-
mira plant thereby making more
secure the employment of present
Elmira workers.

“3—To form at once a grievance
committee, to investigate any dis-
pute that may arise over wages,
hours or general working condi-
tions.

“4—To assure industrial peace,
security and continuity of employ-
ment in Elmira.”

Health Chief
Urges Boiling
Of Well Water

Well water should be boiled be-
 fore drinking, Dr. Charles S. Dale, |
city health officer, advises. He ex- |
plained that in all sections affected
by the flood, germ-laden storm |
iwater flows or seeps into wells.

A chlorine treatment was de-
scribed by Dr. Dale as follows:
“Prepare a thin paste by mixing

a liberal quantity of chloride of
lime from a freshly opened can
with a small quantity of lukewarm
water. Then mix this paste with a
gallon of water and pour into the
well. Use enough so that a strong |
odor of chloride is produced. Let
the mixture stand in the well for
24 hours. Pump the well out until |
the water is free from the chlorine
odor. It then will be fairly safe
to drink.”
